The Dean’s Fellowships
One Dean’s Fellowships will be awarded on a competitive basis to an outstanding Ph.D. student who will enter as a full-time student in the fall semester.  The fellowship provides a full tuition scholarship and a $25,000 stipend.  The award is renewable (as long as the recipient is a current student in good academic standing) and may be held for up to five years.

Criteria for eligibility:
1. Nomination letter from the Ph.D. Department which discusses the program’s reasons for the nomination.
2. A copy of the applicant’s file:

· Application

· GPA (normally 3.7 or above)

· Transcripts

· Letters of Recommendation

· Personal Statement

· Writing Sample

3. From the applicant:

· Evidence of a demonstrated commitment to service

· A two-page essay that discusses the relationship between graduate education and the public good.
While B.A. applicants will be considered, the target applicant pool is those students entering with a M.A. in hand.  These students normally will be better positioned to use this award to complete their Ph.D. in a timely fashion.
