LITR 366 SYLLABUS

Course Title:                         Introduction to Spanish Cinema 

The history of Spanish cinema goes back to silent films in the early 20th century.  This course will focus on the evolution of Spanish cinema through a selected number of directors that have left a mark because of their artistic inventiveness and their sense of style.  We will cover a period of about 50 years, from the 30's Surrealistic influences to the 50's (Neo-realism), to then reach the new movements started in the late 60's and 70's .  The last section of the course will encompass the period of transition from dictatorship to democracy, la Movida, when Spanish society was swept by the latest European cultural trends.  The criteria for selecting these films is based on each director's international recognition as an important figure in the film world, and on the intrinsic quality of the films because of their artistic, social and cultural impact.

Textbook:   1) Spanish Cinema by Rob Stone.  Essex: Pearson Education, 2002.

                     2) A selection of Spanish journalistic critiques exploring different thematic and formal issues. They will be used as models and sources of vocabulary

Grading Policy:   Students will turn in a written critique of the film (approximately 2 pp.) every class after discussion.  The critique will have a title and will be based on a selected number of issues pertaining to a particular film.  When writing the critique, students will try to strike a balance between subjective evaluations and objective observations (scenes, character's behavior, ambiance, etc.)  Reference to details and plot will contribute to the thesis presented in the critique (models will be available for vocabulary also).  Students should pay special attention to sequences of images, music and point of view or perspective.
