


Steps: From Standards to Year Long Plan

Giant Step II: Collaborate to Avoid Repetition and Omission (June, 2010)

Meet as a school to review the first drafts of the Year Long Plans for each grade. (Use
Resource Sheet #4 as a reference.)

The purpose here is to SEE whether there are unnecessary overlaps, repetitions, or
omissions of topics in ways that limit learning. Some school write each YLP on chart
paper, post them on the walls, walk around to review them and discuss additions, deletions,
and re-ordering. The same topic may appear multiple times in different grades as long as
the depth of learning increases. (This is even desirable — to teach fewer topics in greater
depth, both at each grade level and across grades. See Resource Sheet #2.) The YLPs
should show how repeated topics are different at different grade levels. One good reason
for keeping a topic at a given grade level is the ITBS objectives. Other good reasons
include whether the topic is important for students to be ready for the next level and
whether the topic fits in with other grade level content and outcomes in other subject areas.

Revise the Year Long Plans and enter each onto the electronic template. (Use Template #1)
Designate a place to save all curriculum documents at your school so they can be accessed
by teachers and administrators. When you save the YLP, save as Grade 1 Science YLP
2010 School Teacher. For example, Grade 4 Science YLP 2010 All Saints Wohlwend,
etc.). If there is more than one teacher at the grade level in one school, list both names. For
example, Grade 4 Science YLP 2010 All Saints Wohlwend Mendez.

Giant Step III: Refine the Year Long Plan (August, 2010)

Provide each faculty member with a copy of YLP for each grade level.

Validate YLP for three criteria: Endurance, Leverage, and Readiness. (Use Input Sheet #9)
For each topic, identify which criteria it meets. Some topics may meet more than one criterion.

 If a topic meets none of these three criteria, you should question whether it belongs in the YLP.

15.

Endurance: The topic represents learning that students should retain over the long run.
Leverage: The topic represents learning that students will use in other subject areas and in life.
Readiness: The topic represents learning that students will need to be ready for the next level.

Validate topic and order of topics based on gap analysis of ITBS scores. (Use Input Sheet
#9) .

When you review the students’ performance on prior tests, what topics need to be
addressed? Are these topics present on the YLP and taught at the right time to improve
achievement in the targeted area?
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Steps: From Standards to Year Long Plan

16. Validate topics and order of topics for fit with the allotted time in the school calendar.
If there are too many topics to teach well in the time allotted, you must eliminate
something.
"17. Justify cross-grade overlaps. (Use Input Sheet #10)
List topics that occur in your YLP and that can be found in more than one grade. Describe
why each topic represents different depth of learning and/or adds new content and/or
reinforces areas where improve achievement is needed.

18. Review the YLP using the Year Long Plan Checklist (Rubric/Checklist #1)
With your team, review your YLP to see if every item on the checklist is accomplished.

19. Post final revisions of YLP and review as a school.
Do another “walk-around” to SEE the final YLPs that will be used for teaching during

2010-2011 school year. Make adjustments as needed. Save final versions.

20. Teach based on YLP.
