The new core curriculum incorporates Values Across the Curriculum as an essential element in students’ Loyola undergraduate experience. Courses that satisfy the values requirements can be core courses, courses in a major, courses in a minor, or elective courses. The topic of diversity takes on many forms in curricular development because of its broad scope (i.e. race, ethnicity, gender, sexuality, etc.). Students ought to become knowledgeable, responsible citizens with a critical and informed familiarity with Western, non-Western, and non-dominant cultures. This learning outcome should be addressed throughout the university, and students should be afforded opportunities to explore diversity in depth and in its many various forms. 

Competencies: By way of example, Loyola graduates should be able to:

· Recognize that human diversity is complex and variegated. 

· Distinguish the various factors that inform and impact individual identity formation. 

· Comprehend how group identities are formed in a heterogeneous society. 

· Identify distinctive patterns of thought and behavior that contribute to the formation of a culture different from one's own. 

· Perceive the interdependence of cultures in domestic and global terms.
