APPLIED MUSIC SYLLABUS

BASIC REQUIREMENTS 

GUITAR – ORGAN – PIANO - VOICE

Eligibility:  Degree-seeking undergraduates Non-music majors/minors may accumulate up to a total of three credits in applied music.  Additional credits can be elected only if space remains after new students have registered.

Lessons:   Thirteen half-hour lessons for one (1) credit hour.  Lesson times are arranged with the instructor.  At least one studio performance class is included.

Hearings:  Ordinarily, all students who are beyond the beginners' level must perform before a faculty committee at the end of each semester.  A student who performed in any of the Musicales or Recitals that semester is exempt from the Hearings.  Failure to appear for Hearings when expected will result in a lower grade.

· Voice and Classical Piano on Thursday, December 9
Missed lessons:  In cases of legitimate excuses and where notice has been given 24 hour preceding the lesson, instructors will attempt to make up and/or reschedule no more than two lessons per semester. Absences affect grades. 

Student progress:  Each instructor will evaluate her/his students' progress prior to the final lesson of the semester.  If there has not been satisfactory progress, minimum of C, the student will not be accepted for study the following semester.

Practice:  Students must have access to adequate practice facilities and practice a minimum of 5 hours per week.  Instructors reserve the right to determine adequacy.

Writing:  A written project is required.  Form and due date are determined by each instructor.

Senior Recital:  In the spring, Music majors who have studied at least 6 semesters in an applied area may audition for the spring semester Senior Recital. The audition will be held appropriately 3 weeks before the dates of the Senior Recital. * Solo recitals are ordinarily reserved for majors intending to major in performance at the graduate level.

Applied Music courses are a part of the Core Curriculum program fulfilling requirements under

Communicative and Expressive Arts.  The emphasis is on learning through creative doing.
Ordinarily, students must fulfill the following MINIMUM requirements or alternatives specified in writing by the instructor the first week of the semester.  Meeting minimum requirements only will merit a C grade.
	1.  Preparation for each lesson
	Students must come prepared for each lesson

	2.  Mastery

	Length and number of pieces will vary according to the background of each student and will be determined by the instructor.  Pieces will represent contrasting styles.

	3.  Memorization
	Guitar -2 pieces, Voice -2 pieces,  Piano -1 piece   

	4.  Technique
	Instructor's discretion determines type

	5.  Performance
	Includes studio classes, Musicales, Recitals

	6.  Practice
	5 hours per week is minimum for C grade.

	7.  Grades
	Number of semesters studied will add to/influence expectations for grades as delineated below in the Loyola Catalog.


C
Indicates work of an acceptable quality and an understanding of the subject matter.

C+
Indicates a level of achievement and fulfillment of course requirements in manner that exceeds the average requirements.

B
Indicates a consistently good level of achievement, intelligent understanding and application of subject matter.

B+
Indicates a consistently very good level of achievement and an intelligent fulfillment of course requirements in a manner that approaches 
the quality of the highest grade.

A
Indicates the highest level of achievement in the subject and an outstanding level of intellectual scholarly initiative.
