Statements of sufficient condition

if _what? then q

if p, then q

if p, g

q, ifp

in the event that p, q

in the case that p, q
provided p, g (sometimes)

Statements of requirement

(a.k.a. statements of necessary condition)

if p then __what?

p requires q

if p then it must be that g
not p unless q

Statements of equal condition

(a.k.a. statements of necessary condition and sufficient condition)

p if and only if q

p if g, and p only if g

if p then q, and if g then p

p when and only when q

p in case and only in case that q

p and g are equal conditions
p is a nec. and suf. cond. for g

(P>a)&(q>p)

p just in the case that g p if and only if q p=sq
p, provided g (sometimes)
p, but only if g
