NEW DATABASE:  FOREIGN 
LAW GUIDE

In January, the Law Library introduced a 
new subscription database to its collection—
Foreign Law Guide.  This database is the 
online version of the print resource of the 
same name, which has been a staple in the 
area of foreign legal research for more than 
a decade.  Foreign Law Guide offers brief 
overviews of the legal systems of over 170 
jurisdictions, as well as lists of each 
jurisdiction’s codes, court reports, and other 
significant legal literature.  Helpful features 
of the database include references to 
available English translations, hypertext 
links to web sources, and a keyword search 
option. 
 
If you have a foreign legal research 
question, the Foreign Law Guide database is 
a great place to start.   The Guide is 
available on and off campus via the Law 
Library’s web page under “Subscription 
Databases.”

Reference Librarian Julienne Grant 
participated in the law school’s “Legal 
Systems in the Americas” seminar this 
spring.  The seminar, which is team taught 
by Professors Tom Haney, Anne-Marie 
Rhodes, and Stacey Platt, is part of the law 
school’s ongoing exchange program with 
the Universidad Alberto Hurtado (UAH), a 
Jesuit university in Santiago, Chile.  
Students and professors from UAH visit 
Loyola each fall, and the Loyola seminar 
class travels to Santiago during spring break. 
Julienne has been assisting students and 
professors on both ends of the exchange for 
the past three years, which led to her interest 
in participating in this year’s course. 
 
Along with the spring break trip, the 2008 
course featured UAH guest lecturers 
Professors Rafael Blanco and Rodrigo 
Benítez, who each spent several weeks in 
Chicago earlier this spring.  The UAH 
professors spoke separately to the class 
about various aspects of Chilean law, 
including criminal procedure reform, 
taxation, and the civil law tradition.  
Professor Benítez also guest lectured in 
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Julienne’s foreign and international legal 
research course where he discussed legal 
research in Chile.  The UAH professors’ 
talks collectively provided an invaluable 
introduction to Chilean law for those who 
travelled to Santiago over spring break.

While in Santiago, Julienne accompanied 
the class to the U.S. Embassy, and to the 
Centro de Justicia building where the group 
sat in on a pre-trial hearing, talked to the 
sitting judge, and visited the detention 
center.  The Loyola class also heard several 
lectures at the UAH campus, including a talk 
on Chilean business law by Professor 
Christián Eyzaguirre, and a description of 
Chilean legal education by Professor Hugo 
Rojas. Other features of the Santiago trip 
were a tour of the Palacio de la Moneda, 
Chile’s Presidential Palace, and a visit to an 
organic vineyard. 
 
During her stay in Santiago, Julienne also 
had a chance to visit several libraries—the 
UAH main library, and the general and post-
graduate law libraries at the University of 
Chile. At the UAH main library, Julienne 
had a tour, and talked with Library Director 
Patricia Ortíz about Chilean libraries and the 
profession of librarianship in Chile.  At the 
University of Chile, Julienne met with 
Library Directors Nora Carrión and Mirtha 
Muñoz, and also had an opportunity to tour 
their beautiful facilities. Julienne found 

these professional exchanges to be one of 
the highlights of her trip, and she is very 
grateful to the UAH professors who helped 
arrange the meetings.

We’re there most days from 9 am to 10 pm, 
so hopefully that extends to most of your 
working, if not your waking, hours.  
 
 

BOOK RECOMMENDATIONS 
 

The Wild Trees, by Richard Preston.  
Random House, 2007. 
 
Preston provides an account of scientists 
who have climbed to the tops of the tallest 
trees in the world, the redwoods of Northern 
California.  There they discover entire 
ecologies never documented before.  For 
example, trees with canopies so dense that 
entire ponds of water rest at the tree tops, 
which provide homes to unique species of 
frogs and salamanders.  Preston agreed not 
to reveal the location of the tallest trees, 
located in tracts of forest never mapped 
before.  His account is as much about the 
courage of the scientists who learn how to 
climb these immense trees, as well as the 
spectacular world they discovered at the top.

Some Danger Involved, by Will Thomas.  
Touchstone, 2005. 
 
This Victorian era mystery novel features 
Thomas Llewellyn, who after being sent 
down from Oxford and experiencing an 
unfortunate brush with the legal system, is 
desperate enough to answer a help wanted 
ad for an assistant to a “private enquiry 
agent,” despite the disclaimer “some danger 

involved.”   Thomas and his eccentric new 
employer are swiftly drawn into a web of 
bizarre killings in London’s Jewish 
immigrant community, which proves that 
“some danger,” may have been an 
understatement.  This book (and its 
successors in the series), owe a great deal to 
Sherlock Holmes, yet still are fresh and 
contemporary in their explorations of the 
London of the late nineteenth century.  The 
narrator’s knack for wry understatement and 
the author’s attention to period detail add a 
great deal of charm and interest to a good 
strong page turning plot.

Plainsong by Kent Haruf.  Knopf 
Publishing, 2000.   
 
This is a quiet book about people who lead 
quiet lives.  Two bachelor brothers, the 
McPherons, have lived all their lives on the 
Colorado farm where they were born.  Tom 
Guthrie is a teacher in the local school 
whose deeply depressed wife moves out, 
leaving him in charge of their two young 
sons.  Another teacher, Maggie Jones, 
convinces the McPherons to take in a 
pregnant teenager who has been turned out 
by her family.     
 
The book simply and vividly describes a 
year in the lives of these caring people and 
those around them.  Sometimes amusing and 
sometimes heart breaking, this is a 
wonderful book.

Travels in a Thin Country: a Journey 
through Chile, by Sara Wheeler.  Modern 
Library, 1999. 
 
Chile is a “thin country”—stretching some 
2600 miles from north to south, but no more 
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than 110 miles across.  In this wonderful 
book, Wheeler describes her top to bottom 
journey in the early 1990s through the 
varying geography and climates of Chile. 
Wheeler is an outstanding travel writer, and 
her ability to capture the diversity of Chile’s 
landscape is truly notable.  This is a great 
read prior to a trip to Chile, but is also 
recommended for all armchair travelers. 
Note that there is a 2006 edition of this title 
that contains an updated introduction.
