Crown Fellowships in the Humanities
One Crown Fellowship will be available to an outstanding student who will enter one of the Ph.D. programs in the humanities as a full-time student in the Fall semester.  The fellowship provides a $20,000 stipend and a full tuition scholarship. The award is renewable (as long as the recipient is a current student in good academic standing) and may be held for up to five years.  
No duties are required of this fellowship. However, should the applicant wish to have teaching experience, the program can assign him or her to one semester as a TA and one semester as a teacher of record.
Application is by departmental nomination only.  Graduate Program Directors may nominate one or more individuals for this fellowship.  The following material must be sent electronically (cobrien4@luc.edu) to The Graduate School by Monday, February 13, 2012:

1. A letter discussing the program's reasons for the particular nomination; and

2. A copy of the nominee's application file (i.e., application form, transcripts, letters of recommendation, personal statement, and writing sample).
