All personnel except Principal Investigators who will be working within the ACF are required to successfully complete the Introductory Laboratory Animal Training Course offered by the ACF staff before entering the ACF (see Training Instructions for Supervised Research Personnel at: http://www.luc.edu/ors/iacuc_g.shtml.) This course is designed to inform the individual about the potential health risks of working with laboratory animals.  An additional training course and IACUC approval are required to work directly with laboratory animals.  This additional training provides information on the humane care and use of laboratory animals as mandated by federal regulations.
If your job responsibilities require that you have access to the ACF, please complete the Introductory Laboratory Animal Training Course described above, confirm that you have had a tetanus inoculation in the past 9 years, and complete the Applicant Information and Tetanus certification sections below.  After the completed form is signed by your faculty or staff sponsor and the Biology chairperson, please submit it to the Office of Research Services, c/o Tracy Foxworth, Granada Center, 4th floor, Lake Shore Campus. Once the application is reviewed you will be contacted by the ACF supervisor to schedule an orientation session in the ACF facility. Satisfactory completion of the orientation is required prior to final approval.
