INFORMATION:

Interns enroll in PLSC 370 for 3 or 6 credit hours. Interns work 8 hours per week for 3 credit hours; 16 hours per week for 6 credit hours. Work hours are arranged with the host organization based on the intern's schedule and the needs of the host organization.  The intern is required to take part in an internship seminar that will meet during the semester, write periodic journal entries regarding their work, and write a paper on the internship experience.
