Commemorative events (including lectures and teach-ins)

were held at Georgetown University, Loyola University

Chicago, Loyola University Maryland, Seattle

University, University of Detroit Mercy and the University

of San Francisco. Tributes were offered from Gonzaga

University and Santa Clara University.

Later this month, Saint Joseph's University will host

Representative John Lewis (D-GA) for a lecture on MLK

and Saint Louis University will host a public symposium on

his legacy. Both institutions (along with Saint Peter's
