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Administrative History

After the affiliation of Loyola University Chicago and Mundelein College in 1991, the Ann Ida
Gannon Center for Women and Leadership (Ganon Center) was created to honor Ann Ida Gannon,
BVM, the longest serving president of Mundelein College, and to preserve the ideals and values of
the BVM sisters. Originally, the Gannon Center, located in Piper Hall on Loyola University
Chicago’s Lake Shore Campus, housed the Women and Leadership Archives, Women Studies
Program, Institute for Women and Leadership, and a Heritage Room representing Mundelein
College. The center has continued much of its original programming, events, and organizational
structure as well as supports women in science and engineering (WISER program), the Gannon
Scholars, Faculty Fellows, Visiting Scholars, the Baum Speaker Series, and the Johnson
Scholarship.

The mission of this center is to educate and foster women leaders to transform their environment for
the common good. The Gannon Center’s vision is to create a center of excellence that will prepare
women leaders in all walks of life--local to global, promote innovative and interdisciplinary
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research, advocate new, diverse models of leadership, and advance dialogue on compelling issues
affecting women's lives.

Scope and Content

These records span from 1971 to 2007 and include administrative information about the planning
and proposal of the center, financial information, as well as operational information with extensive
correspondence by Carolyn Farrell. The records also include information about events hosted and
sponsored by the Gannon Center, publications by and about the Gannon Center, and audio/visual
records. The collection is organized alphabetically.

Series 1: Administration, 1971-2006, undated, Boxes 1-2

Contains materials relating to the planning and initial proposal for the Ann Ida Gannon Center
including correspondence, proposal drafts, financial information, meeting minutes, progress reports,
physical plans, and various groups including the Women’s Network. Also includes documents
about Mundelein College including the Alumnae Association, the building layout, and some
alumnae correspondence.

Series 2: Events, 1996-2005, undated, Box 2
Contains information about events hosted and sponsored by the Gannon Center including speakers,
the Women’s Conference, and various workshops.

Series 3: Publications, 1986-2007, undated, Boxes 2-3

Contains various publications by the Gannon Center and the BVM sisters including the BVM
Network for Women'’s Issues, Mundelein Newswire, and Linkage Newsletter. Also contains news
articles published about the Gannon Center and miscellaneous news articles relating to women in
Chicago or BVM sisters.

Series 4: Audiovisual, 1955-2009, undated, Boxes 4-7

Contains several VHS tapes of events hosted by the Gannon Center as well as videos pertaining to
women and leadership’ CDs containing images of Gannon Center events, DVD of Mundelein
Voices: The Women’s College Experience 1930-1991 book club discussion’ photos of Gannon
Center events, and general photos.
